  Tiger trout can be raised in 
hatcheries and, in fact, the 
Wisconsin DNR did this for 
some time before they dis-
continued their Tiger Trout 
program for stocking in the 
Great Lakes in the 1970s.

  Therefore, this fish is a 
rather rare, naturally occur-
ring hybrid.
